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About This Course

The T Level is split into two components:

Core Component (mandatory): This provides knowledge and
understanding; underpinning key concepts, theories and principles relevant to
the T Level and the subject sector.

Occupational Specialism: This provides the knowledge, skills
and behaviours required to achieve competence in ‘Supporting the Adult Nursing
Team’. You will complete one Occupational Specialism, this will provide you with
the knowledge and skills required to enter employment or further study in the
specific occupational area.

You will also take part in an industry placement of at least 45 days as well
as improve on your maths, English and digital skills.
