What Will | Study?
The course is in three parts:

e Part one allows you to explore your creative thinking through
introductions to the main areas of art and design including fine art, graphic
design/illustration, animation, fashion and textiles and 3D design

e Part two builds on the skills and understanding of the first part,
allowing you to specialise and develop your skills in a chosen area e.g. fine
art, illustration, animation interior design, architecture, ceramics,
textiles, product design, craft...



e Part three allows you to become more independent as you plan and implement
your own major project in preparation for study at degree level.

will investigate a wide range of skills and processes within art and design
including, drawing, painting, printmaking, ceramics, sculpture, model-making,
digital art, screen printing and laser-cutting.

e Explore the principles and fundamental theories of art and design

o Explore the skills required to specialise in a particular area of art and
design practice.

e Learn industry standard software including Adobe Photoshop, Illustrator
and Animate.
