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About This Course

This qualification is designed for learners who want to go on to further

learning at Level 3. The Level 2 Diploma in Art & Design (Fashion) is a

practical and experimental course that will encourage you to develop skills and
techniques with a wide range of media and materials, focusing on the development
of your own creativity and visual language.

You will gather inspiration from primary and secondary source research and
explore the formal elements that make up fashion design. You will expand your
knowledge of artists and creative movements taking part in educational visits
that will influence your developing creative explorations.

You will work on a range of exciting and varied projects individually and as

part of a team. These projects will include live briefs for external clients,

work experience and personal projects. You will produce work to be exhibited at
the end of the year and will be encouraged to showcase your work in fashion
exhibitions.

What Will | Study?

¢ You will develop your 2D and 3D Fashion and Visual communication skills.

¢ Gain an understanding of contextual research, fashion & artistic
movements and the work of influential designers and architecture of fashion.



¢ You will develop your skills in sewing and construction process, pattern
cutting, drawing, fabric manipulation, printmaking, textiles, 3D,
illustration, editorial photography and mix media fashion films.

¢ You will take part in educational visits that will provide primary
research to enhance and inform the quality of your work.

¢ You will develop and produce work for external clients.

¢ You will produce outfits that will be exhibited internally and externally
throughout the year.
